ARMY TRAFFIC SAFETY TRAINING PROGRAM (ATSTP)

The ATSTP was developed by the Installation Management Command to attack the rising number of vehicle related accidents and to standardize the Army’s traffic safety education program.  IMCOM reports approximately 73 percent of accidental Soldier fatalities occur behind the wheel of a motor vehicle. 

Civilians and Soldiers who are new to Fort Belvoir and unaware of local driving hazards are at increased risk of a roadway collision.  Students will learn relevant information and local conditions to reduce crashes and fatalities.

Army civilians, contract personnel and Soldiers shortly after arrival to Fort Belvoir or anyone who is on temporary duty for 30 days or more.

Local Hazards Training (LHT) for personnel newly assigned to an installation --

Intermediate Traffic Safety Training (IDT) for all Soldiers less than 26 years of age--

Motorcycle Refresher Training for service members who have been deployed more than 180 days.
Advanced Traffic Safety Training (ADT)   Soldiers will receive twelve to eighteen months after completing the intermediate course.
